TITLE: FUNDING FOR NATIONAL NATIVE HIV/AIDS PREVENTION
WHEREAS, we, the members of the (name of tribe, organization, or governing body), invoking the divine blessing of the Creator upon our efforts and purposes, in order to (describe the mission or vision of the body); and

WHEREAS, (brief description of the tribe, organization, or governing body); and

WHEREAS, the Federal government carries out its trust responsibility to provide health care and other Federal benefits through a government to government relationship with Indian Tribes through Consultation as established by Presidential Executive Order 13175; and

WHEREAS, The National Native American AIDS Prevention Center (NNAAPC) has been serving the American Indian, Alaska Native, and Native Hawaiian populations for the past twenty-two years through culturally appropriate advocacy, research, education, and policy development; and 

WHEREAS, NNAAPC is the only national Native organization dedicated solely to prevent the spread of HIV/AIDS and reduce the impact of HIV/AIDS in American Indian, Alaska Natives, and Native Hawaiian communities by creating a national advocacy voice and providing relevant assistance; and 

WHEREAS, American Indians and Alaska Natives have the 3rd highest rate per 100,000 of new HIV infections in the country; and

WHEREAS, American Indians and Alaska Natives have the shortest survival rate once AIDS has been diagnosed, followed by Native Hawaiians; and

WHEREAS, in 2007, of persons living with AIDS, American Indian and Alaska Native women have the highest percentage of acquisition (40%) through injection drug use; and

WHEREAS, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) de-prioritized American Indians, Alaska Natives and Native Hawaiians as target populations in the Capacity Building Assistance (CBA) To Improve the Delivery and Effectiveness of Human Immunodeficiency Virus (HIV) Prevention Services for High-risk and/or Racial/Ethnic Minority Populations funding opportunity announcement; and

WHEREAS, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention allocated specific monies to fund national, racially specific capacity building service providers for all racial and ethnic classifications, except American Indian and Alaska Natives; and  

WHEREAS, the Centers for Disease Control violated the spirit and tenets of Presidential Executive Order 13175, which requires consultation with Tribes prior to policy changes that affect Tribal populations.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, (name or tribe, organization, or governing body) does hereby request that President Obama make HIV/AIDS prevention in Indian Country a priority; and 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that CDC allocate specific non-competitive funding for a National Native HIV/AIDS Resource Center to support prevention, data collection, training, and technical assistance activities in Native communities; and 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that President Obama and the CDC commit funding to fight AIDS in Native communities through NNAAPC as the National Native HIV/AIDS Resource Center.
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this resolution shall be the policy of (name of tribe, organization, or governing body) until it is withdrawn or modified by subsequent resolution; and this resolution shall be the policy of (name of tribe, organization, or governing body) until the aforementioned proposal is adopted by the CDC and the Obama Administration.
