Liberty Research Group - Advocates and Consultants  announce a call for abstracts for the Indigenous Peoples HIV/AIDS & Health Care Summit 2012  from health care professionals, frontline workers, outreach workers, educators, case managers and those addressing and working in the field of HIV/AIDS  and Health Care of Native American & Indegenious People, throughout the USA, Canada and Mexico. 

Abstracts must be relevant to the theme of this event.

Deadline for submission is April 15th, 2012.

* Presenters will be notified upon acceptance of their material on June 15th, 2012.
The Indigenous Peoples HIV/ AIDS  & Health Care Summit 2012 sessions fall into three categories:

Seminars, workshops,  and roundtables presentations.
 

Seminars: A seminar is an in-depth, two-hour presentation on an AIDS-related topic relevant to one of the following segments of the Native American populations or Indigenous communities:

· Two-Spirit children/adolescents, lesbian/gay/ transgender individuals

· Substance Abuse/Drug users (High Risk Behaviors)

· Heterosexual individuals, Intertribally challenged people of color

· Cultural Competency Issues in Prevention and Education

· International, National Federal  and or State Government Policies and Systemic/Barrier Issues

· Medical and Alternative Treatment Protocols

· Poverty Issues vs. Health Care & Nutritional Issues
· Indigenous and Native Peoples Community Capacity Issues and Barriers
All seminars are scheduled for  Monday,  August  21st – 2012  , between 9:15 a.m. and 11:15 a.m.

Workshops: A workshop is an in-depth, 90 minute presentation on a topic relevant to one or more of the listed segments above. 


Roundtables: Roundtable sessions are led by a facilatator who will convene a group discussion for a 2 hour, informal participatory session relevant to one of the nine summit tracks. Roundtables are arrange in a conference–room style setup. Audio visual equipment will be provided for roundtable presentations.

Please Note: Roundtable sessions will be scheduled for the afternoon sessions  from 12:30  to 2:30 p.m. and from 2:45 to 4:45 p.m. on August 21st and 22nd , 2012,  the second day of the summit will be workshops in the morning from 9:15 a.m. – 11:15 a.m..  On August 22nd, 2012 we will come together and have a  memorial event for those Indigenous Peoples, Native American brothers sisters and families which have been affected by their loss by HIV Disease. Speakers from all facets of tribal government’s are encouraged to be participants in this memorial as the prelude to the closeout ceremony slated for 4:10 pm. 


 
All  presentations must be relevant to one of the below listed following Eight Catergories:

(Either on International/National Level)
Two-Spirit Children/adolesecents, lesbian/gay/transgender individuals: This track seeks  abstracts that address the general needs of  support of Two Spirit Children/adolesecents, lesbian/gay/transgender individuals in relationship to coming out issues and high risk behaviors that impact their risks of contracting HIV disease. For those who are utilizing DEBI’s (Diffused Effective Behavior Intervention’s) in their tribal communities, abstracts should discuss the impact of the DEBI, what has been learned as to outcomes and barriers to this group. 

Substance Abuse/Drug Users(High-Risk Behaviors): This track explores the challenges of providing culturally competent care to Native American patients who are at high-risk of contracting HIV and/or have been living with HIV Disease. Topics should include screening and counseling, secondary HIV prevention, diagnosing and treating complications of HIV infection, (i.e. mental illness, dementia) and Hepatitis C.  Abstract should include systemic barriers that prevent positive outcomes in curbing high-risk behaviors.

 

Hetrosexual Individuals, Intertribally challenged people of color: The track addresses and brings together a diverse group of Native Americans who may be hetrosexual individuals who may be at risk of contracting STD’s and HIV or may be intertribally challenged people of color who may have one or more races and find difficulty relating to HIV/AIDS prevention or educational material and have limited access into ongoing support and resources.  Topics may also include resource availability such as HIV/AIDS housing in these communities. 
 
Cultural Competency Issues in Prevention and Education: This track provides an introduction and overview of innovative models, methods and strategies for cultural competency planning, evaluation, developing and implementing Indigenous People and Native American HIV prevention programs for different populations and risk exposures.  Interactive abstracts that address HIV/AIDS prevention issues that Indigenous Peoples and  Native American community planning members,  community-based organizations and  health departments can use in order to optimize and enhance their HIV/AIDS prevention program efforts.  Abstracts should contain comprehensive and vital information on research and innovations for conducting services and programs for Indigenous People and Native American persons living with HIV/AIDS.

 

International, National Federal  and or State Government Policies and Systemic/Barrier Issues: This track informs Indigenous Peoples and Native American community advocates, service providers of the ongoing and changing arena of HIV/AIDS governmental policies and regulations which affect them in all facets of their lives. Abstracts  should focus directly on systemic problems in relationship to these policies as well as barriers within their community on either International, and/or National federal, state or  local, initiatives that affect programs that provide social support services to Indigenous Peoples and  those Native Americans affected and infected with HIV/AIDS and/or barriers to access to health care, treatment, prevention and research funding.
 
Medical and Alternative Treatment Protocols: The track seeks abstracts that represent a wide spectrum of medical issues and Alternative treatment protocols of importance to Indigenous and  Native American persons living with HIV disease that would not be reflected in the other tracks. Topics range from:  western medicine v. traditional medicine, spiritual leaders and advisors in the treating/treatment process.  The abstract should also be inclusive to the research that has been done in addressing treatment education, advocacy from the tribal health departments and updates of recent advances that would be of use in Indigenous and Native American Communities.

Poverty Issues vs. Health Care & Nutritional Issues: This track seeks to the areas of poverty in relationship to Health Care and Nutritional Issues that either affect the Health Care of Indigenous People and Native Americans, and the role it plays with those living with HIV disease. The abstract should include the  restrictions that certain foods have on medications as well as how cultural  influence plays a role on dietary problems within Indigenous and Native American  Indian communities. 

Indigenous and Native Peoples Community Capacity Issues and Barriers: This track seeks to find, address ways that Indigeneous and Native American Communities can approach HIV disease amongst their communities as well as address barriers which affect these communities (i.e. stigma, discrimination, non-acknowledgment). This abstract should include proven communication methods, as well as evaluation of the outcomes in the process of the affected Indigenous and Native American communities and their tribal or community leadership.
Abstract Submission Guidelines 

· Authors must identify their abstract as a seminar, workshop, roundtable  presentation, and prepare their submissions according to the format, time length and scheduling requirements of each session category. In addition, only one target audience may be selected: beginner, intermediate or advanced.
· Though each abstract may be submitted for consideration in all three session categories, Liberty Research Group strongly encourages authors to limit their choice to the track most appropriate. For instance, if an abstract works ONLY as a seminar, do not indicate on the form that it also should be considered for selection as a workshop, roundtable presentation. 
 

Abstract Submission Formats

Abstracts should be no more than 3 pages, and be a summary of the topic to be presented.  Abstracts will have the name and address of organization, author and title of the purposed topic presentation, author’s education, phone contact, email, and tribal affiliation.  Abstracts will have 1” Margins, Character size of 10, and be in Times Roman Font
Format I: For abstracts concerning a specific program, project or study:
OBJECTIVE: Describe the purpose of the program, project or study. 

METHODS: Briefly describe the methods or strategies that were used in the program. 

RESULTS: Describe the objective outcomes of the program, project or study. Include comprehensive or quantifiable data, if at all possible. 

CONCLUSIONS: State conclusions reached as a result of the Native American specific program. 

 

Format II: For abstracts addressing a broader issue area, public policy,  problem or community need:

TOPIC: Identify the topic of the proposed presentation. 

ISSUES: Dictating the specific issues, problems or needs it will teach or discuss. 

LEARNING OBJECTIVES: Describe what the participants of the general audience will learn from the presentation. 

STRATEGIES, METHODS, MODELS, EXAMPLES: Provide specific information about the teaching or discussion strategies and methods that will be employed. Include Native American specific models or examples where the models were used with success, if possible.
